ProScore is a next gen mobile and web app that combines multiple key metrics for analyzing and measuring

soccer performance. Through its customized metrics, ProScore will break down teams’ games into the most
important actions — giving coaches and players the immediate resource for tracking progress throughout

the season.

STATSport

STATSport is a tracking system that provides heat maps, distance covered, intensity, bench marks and
comparable on a daily, weekly, monthly basis or over the course of the season.
